1. The scientific name of the genus of this plant comes from the Greek xéounpe - "decoration".

2.The name of this flower in translation from Greek means "flame".

3.The red variety of this flower has become a symbol of victory in the Second World War in USSR.

4.This beautiful flower is named after the German doctor and botanist, director of the Pharmaceutical Garden in
Moscow.

5.This plant owes its Latin name to the god-healer.

6.According to Greek myth, this flower emerged from the drops of blood of a Spartan prince, accidentally killed
by Apollo during a game of discus throwing.

7.This flowering plant is mentioned in several works by Agatha Christie.

8.The leaves of this plant are used as a condiment and its flowers as a folk medicine.

9.In Hungary, ice cream is made from these flowers, collected from the fields near Lake Balaton. The essential oil

of this plant is widely used in cosmetology.
